LOVE

The Bible teaches that "God is love" (1 John 4:8). It is not simply that God "loves," but that He is Love itself. Love is not merely one of His attributes, but His very nature. However, we live in a society that has devalued and perverted the very definition of love.  In this study, we will try to bring clarity to what love truly is, how we can grow in it, and what results can be expected from it.
